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IB History Y2

Course Overview
This course reinforces what students learned in Year 1. Students spend first quarter reviewing the years 1919-1939 with an eye toward preparing for their Paper 1 exam. During Quarters two and part of three, in preparation for the Paper 2 and 3 exams, students study World War 2 and the rule of Chairman Mao of China. Students will also study the beginnings of the Cold War through the Cuban Missile Crisis during third Quarter.

5. discuss and critique the American policy of containment in relation to Korea and Cuba.
6. evaluate the types of propaganda (bandwagon, emotional appeal, fear, etc.) in relation to the Cold War.
7. critically assess the development of the Cuban Missile Crisis as a tool of Soviet or American aggression/appeasement.
8. understand the political and social climate of China after World War 2 and why communism took hold there.
